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I love to “dabble” in electronics. I like -
or need - to “dabble” inside of highly
complex boxes of components - transis-
tors, capacitors, potentiome-
ters...whatever...whenever anything goes
wrong.

One nearly ubiquitous item found in ste-
reos, televisions, computers, etc., is the
step-down transformer. This is a very
simple device that takes 110V AC current
from your wall recep-
tacle and “steps it
down” to a lower DC
Voltage. It trans-
forms one type of
power that cannot be
used by a device into
another type of
power that is usable.

So it is with the power of God we receive
through the Holy Spirit. We “plug-in” to
God through prayer and the Holy Spirit
transforms the mighty (wholly inconceiva-
bly awesome) power of God into a type
of power that we can use in our daily
lives and deliver to those around us as
God’s emissaries to the world. This is
true of us as individuals and as the gath-
ered people of God, the Church. God has

blessed faithful Christians
with (what used to be
called) “Holy Ghost Power”,
a power to change and
transform lives; our own|
and others’.

One very interesting thing
about transformers: if you
plug them into the wall and turn them on
without a load (i.e.,, something to run -
think of a model train set) they pull a lot of
power, heat up very rapidly, waste energy,
do not accomplish anything useful and can
burnout. The same is true with “Holy
Ghost Power”; if you do not use the Spiri-
tual Power of God, you are doing the same
thing in terms of God’s Kingdom...wasting
energy, pulling power, heating up and not
accomplishing anything useful - and who
knows - it may lead to spiritual burnout.

So - use the ‘cord of prayer’ to ‘plug-in to
God’ and transform that power into some-
thing useful for God’s Kingdom - and you
will find yourself transformed as well!
