COMMUNICATION:  The exchange 

of thoughts, messages, or informa-

tion, as by speech, signals, writing or 

behavior - interpersonal rapport. 

One of our failings as Christians - as 

human beings - is that we often do 

not communicate very well.  We do 

not inform one another as to “how 

we are doing” or “what‟s happening” 

in our lives - as individuals and as 

part of a community of faith.  Foster-

ing open, honest and consistent „lines 

of communication‟ is an important 

endeavour for every church.  This is 

a goal upon which I believe we 

should all work - improving our com-

munication skills.  A method that has 

proved to be very effective in bring-

ing people closer together is through 

participation in small groups. 

The concept of „small groups‟ is - 

unfortunately - intimidating for 

many people who misunderstand 

the concept.  A „small group‟ of 8-

12 people may be formed around 

many different centers of interest - 

fishing, hunting, quilting, birding or 

[even] Bible Study - so long as all 

the persons involved have that one 

(main) interest in common.  The 

main purpose of these „groups‟ is to 

foster fellowship, enhance our lives 

lived together and to grow the 

Kingdom of God. 

If you are interested in this concept 

at all, if you wish to further the 

Kingdom while enhancing your own 

life, then pray for the ministry of 

small groups to be embraced by 

Calendar of Events...

EVANGELISM is...NOT 

SOMETHING TO BE AFRAID 

OF.  It is the coming together 

of like-minded Christians 

whose entire purpose is to 

teach, share and learn how to 

reach the un-churched and to 

re-kindle the spark which 

makes us want to share our 

Christian faith in the first 

place.  Do you ever feel tar-

nished in how faithfully you 

worship and share your faith 

with others? 

EVANGELISM is …PRAYER.  

Prayer is the foundation for 

outreach, growth, and per-

sonal development.  A church 

which prays for those who 

have “dropped out” will soon 

find them returning.  A Session 

which prays for its Pastor and 

themselves will find renewed 

commitment in their leader-

ship roles. 

EVANGELISM is … REACH-

ING OUT.  Reach out to our 

community with a mission 

project.  If you see a need in 

the church or community – fill 

that need; if you hear a Call 

– answer it; if there is a bur-

den upon your heart – pray 

about it.  Only you can do 

these things – no one else will. 

EVANGELISM is … VISION.  

We need a vision for First 

Presbyterian Church – to help 

us grow.  After all, we have 

something wonderful here and 

we need to share it! 

I ask these things of you.  To 

pray more; to commit your-

selves more; and to set your 

priorities and involve your-

selves more.  Please pray for 

your Pastor; pray for this 

church; pray for yourself, that 

you may touch someone‟s life 

through your Christian exam-

ple; and pray for someone 

specific you would like to see 

in church.  Pray for a month, 

maybe six weeks, and then 

invite them to church with you 

– if 

they 

turn 

you down, don‟t despair!  

Keep praying and inviting – 

90% of people who visit a 

church do so because they 

were invited by someone!  Be 

that someone!   

This true story about faith 
and prayer and what it 

means to be a friend 
forever will grip you with its storytelling – 
about true life that is gritty, down to earth 

and often wrenching but ultimately hopeful 
and always surprising.  You will read about 

betrayal and faithfulness, love and hatred 
and what happens when we recognize 
God‟s plan in our lives when we truly listen 

to the answers and directions we receive 
through our prayer life.  If you have a 

passion to help the homeless, this book 
will also give you insight into the lives of 
those who do not have a place to call 

“home”. 

I had the opportunity to hear both Ron 

Hall and Denver Moore tell a bit of their 
story.  I was profoundly moved by their 

ñSame kind of Different 

as Meò  by Ron Hall  & 
Denver Moore is about a 
modern-day slave, an inter-

national art dealer and the 
unlikely woman who bound 

them together. 

Read Denver‟s story of being born in Lou-
isiana, growing up picking cotton in virtual 

slavery until he left on a train in his 40‟s 
and how he drifted in the dangerous world 

of homelessness.  Read how a godly 
woman prayed and listened and obeyed.  
See mountains begin to move first with her 

husband Ron, a rich international art 
dealer and later with the homeless Denver. 

message of hope and the story of their 
unlikely friendship. I feel sure you will be 

blessed if you take the time out this sum-
mer to search for this little gem to read 
during our long hot months.  By the way, 

it was also mentioned that there is a movie 
deal in the making.
