longed exclusively to us.  Have you ever consid-

ered that fact? 

  

When we do consider the gifts God has given to 

us, most of us surely will be prompted to be 

grateful for such immeasurable generosity.  Every 

day should be Thanksgiving Day.  Beyond being 

appreciative of this marvelous and beautiful Earth 

where we live ñrent free,ò people should consider 

what they can do to respond to Godôs love.  They 

surely will conclude that they should strive 

to become good stewards of all that they 

have been given: the earth, their bodies, 

minds, and spirits.  Also their families, their 

churches, their work, their possessions é 

whatever God has given to them.   

  

In 1873, the English composer Frances R. 

Havergal wrote a hymn that summarizes the 

intent of a truly dedicated steward.

   Freedom ...a word that we hear 

frequently, often applied to mean what we 
are ñallowed to doò in our lives, such as 
the ñfreedom of speechò guarantee.  This 
concept of freedom was codified by our 
Founding Fathers in 1776 when they com-
posed and signed a treasonous document 
called ñThe Declaration of Independenceò, 
pledging their ñlives, fortunes and sacred 
honorsò to see that separation from Eng-
land would become a reality.  Their 
ófreedom to actô in this way came from an-
other notion: òI donôt careò.  Those men 
bravely decided to do what was right and 
they òdidnôt careò what the consequences 
might be.  That is true freedom.  

 

We have the same freedom today - in 
God.  Living out our lives for His glory and 
depending only on His grace, we can say 
òI donôt careò because when you are doing 
what is right in the sight of God, the con-
sequences you may incur do not matter .  
This is the way that I have chosen to live 

in the 21st Century, saying ñI donôt 
careò about the possible fallout from 
doing something which not everyone 
in the world will agree, but so long as 
I am doing what God wants me to do, 
I will joyfully live with any ñnegative 
consequencesò that may come my 
way.  Jesus told us that we would be 
persecuted and reviled for His sake if 
we truly followed Him and, after all, 
He is the ultimate audience for our ac-
tions.  He is our Judge and it is to Him 
that we all must answer some day - 
and THAT I do care about - and so 
should you.  òDo careò about what is 
important to you, but even more, òdo 
careò about what is important to God 
and what He is Calling you to do and 
act boldly saying, òI donôt careò about 
those ultimately unimportant, worldly 
consequences.
